Member Ralph Sorrell explains that he was elected to the Board. This is the highest honor of his career. He has a varied background in all types of pharmacy. Most currently He and his wife own an independent pharmacy. Ralph tells the candidates that wherever they land in this profession to enjoy it because it is a great profession. Keep you options open. Don’t put yourself in a box. Pharmacy changes every day it is never boring. He went on to encourage them to get involved in their state and national associations so you can protect the pharmacy profession. Be aware of current issues that might take away from the pharmacist patient contact. He told the candidates good luck and wished them well. 
Treasurer David Darby introduced himself to the candidates telling them that he was also an elected member. He as well has a varied background and  he currently owns three community pharmacies. The topic he brings to the table is the responsibilities of being a Supervising Pharmacist. The Supervising Pharmacist is responsible for everything that goes on in the pharmacy. Make sure you read and understand rule 680-X-2.12 it will tell you everything you need to know. Before you except the position make sure everything in that pharmacy is in order. All the records are current and the inventory is correct. Because once you take over you are responsible for it. If you have any questions please contact the Board we have a great staff and will help you find the answer. Thank you for time and interest in wanting to be an Alabama Pharmacist.
Vice-President Buddy Bunch told a little bit about his background. He was appointed to the board by Governor Bentley. He would like to talk about developing bad habits. It is so easy to do but please look at the law and make sure that you are practicing accordingly. Sometime it takes a new pharmacist to point out if a procedure needs to be looked at and amended. The laws are there for a reason but sometimes you just have to use good common sense when filling a prescription. Make sure the scripts are not just legal but that they are legit. There is so much diversion out there you have to be careful and use good judgement. He also emphasized to the candidates to get involved in your associations.  They really look out for pharmacist. It is understandable if you cannot be involved physically because personal time constraints. But please sign up and pay your dues so they can work for you. The board is here to serve the public and the associations serve the pharmacist. He welcomed everyone to Alabama.
Member Donna Yeatman introduced herself. She is an elected member with a wide variety of pharmacy experience. She is currently a District Manager for a major retail chain. She tells the candidates the greatest thing about pharmacy is you can never get bored. The topic she likes to talk about is character. Most of the people that come before the board are here because they made mistake. But some of them are here because they made bad choices. The ones who made bad choices are the ones that really upset her. We all worked too hard to get where we are. It is a privilege to practice pharmacy. The utmost importance is to practice with a good moral character. Make sure you read and understand the laws that apply to your practice. She thanked the candidates for their time and welcomed them to Alabama.
Attorney Jim ward explained that the board existed to protect the public of Alabama, and did not exist to protect pharmacist in Alabama. He advised the candidates to “not be dumb” in practice, or they may end up in front of the board for disciplinary action. Nobody in this room got here by cheating, cutting corners or being lazy. You got here by sacrificing, studying hard, caring about what you do, and having good ethics. But statistically one of you will completely advocate all those wonderful things that got you here and do something that will result in an issue. Jim tells the candidates that only a fool would be a supervising pharmacist because you are responsible for everything. Make sure you know the laws regarding the practice of pharmacy in Alabama. If you have a discipline it is on your record forever. Take the time to do it right. Thank you!
President Tim Martin introduced himself. He was appointed by Gov. Bently. He is the director of pharmacy for the DCH health system in Tuscaloosa, AL. He advised the candidates to not be a statistic in drug diversion, and to be vigilant of coworkers that may be diverting drugs. He informed the candidates of the board’s Wellness Program, and encouraged anyone facing a drug problem to seek help.

At this time President Tim Martin opened the floor for questions!

At which point candidate Sarah A. Carter had a question. She is a military wife and they are moving to Forth Morgan. Her question was pertaining to a temporary license so she can go ahead and start work until we issue her an Alabama Pharmacy license. She stated a provision in Alabama law pertaining to this and passed out copies to the board and Attorney Jim Ward which read over it. Jim said that ALBOP does not do this. 
Next candidate Annalise O. Anise asks the board; how long do you have to practice in Pharmacy before you can sit on the Board? Member Donna Yeatman responded you have to at least be a pharmacist for 5 years before you can serve on the Board.

Candidate Eric M. Busch stated he had question regarding the MPJE and Medicare Medicaid. His question was where can you find the answer pertaining to Medicare and Alabama Law? Member Donna Yeatman stated that the questions on the exam do not just pertain to Alabama Law. Member Ralph Sorrell stated that the MPJE has changed this year and a lot of the questions are test questions and you are not scored on your answers. Attorney Jim Ward asked him if he had a specific question he needed the answer to and we could answer it for him. He did not so on to the next question.
Candidate Amy M. Douglas asked so Supervising Pharmacists are held responsible for everything? Member Donna Yeatman responded with Yes you need to be aware of what is going on in your pharmacy. Member Ralph Sorrell stated make sure you take an inventory which is required by law when you take over. Attorney Jim Ward told her that as long as you take the proper steps in reporting and handling stuff you should be fine.
Candidate Susanne P. Tagg stated that she had been a supervising pharmacist and asks the Board what advice you would give young pharmacist dealing with a manager staff that is not supportive of your role. One that does not cooperate with you being the SP? President Tim Martin responded talk with you inspectors. Board Inspectors are the face of BOP. They are not trying to pick on you. They are here to help you!

Candidate Emily H. Foskey asked the Board about personal insurance. Should we get it for stuff like misfills? Treasurer Davis Darby responded yes!  It is not expensive and you should always have it.
Candidate Fernando J. Diggs asked will he have to pay again for his license in December for renewal since he is just now getting it. The Board in unison said Yes!

President Tim Martin asks if there were any more questions and hearing none he welcomed the candidates to Alabama. He wished them good luck! 
On a Motion by President Martin, second by member Donna Yeatman and a vote of ALL AYES, Alabama Licensure was granted to candidates for pharmacist licensure pending completion of necessary forms, payment of fees, and collection of funds.

At 3:00 the pm the Board Meeting adjourned.
